Artist Research Webpage
Art Portfolio Semester 1

You will use iGoogle to create a webpage for your chosen artist for 1st semester.  If you do not have a Google email account you will want to create one as many times there are problems when using iGoogle with another email account on our school server.

You will need to include the following information in an interesting manner on your artist’s web page.


Basic Information
· Birth date													
· Place of birth & country of origin									
· Death date (if deceased)											
· Location of death (if applicable)									
· Current working location (if applicable)								
· At least one notable quote by the artist	 or about the artist:																																																
· An image of your artist (this could be a painted portrait or a photograph).  Make sure to site the source of your artist’s image.																							


Artistic Career
· The style that the artist work or worked in								
· The medium or mediums that your artist works or worked in																			
· Two artists (your minor artists) who are associated with the same style as your selected artist.  These artists need to have worked in the same time period as your selected artist.																																											

4 images of the artist’s work and why this work is notable (you will need to include the description of one piece, the analysis of another piece, a reflection of another artwork, and make a connection of the fourth piece.)

· Description:  you will use your keen observation skills and create a vivid, detailed account of visual characteristics of one of your artist’s artworks.																																																												

· Analysis: Through your research you will gather significant aspects of one of your artist’s works.  This could include the intentions of the artist, the meaning behind the works, the cultural contexts in which the artworks were made, or the way meaning of the work are expressed visually.  In addition provide your personal interpretation of the work.																																																								


· Reflection: On another image you will find a deeper meaning of the one of the works and give your personal interpretation of the piece.																																																															


· Connection: For the forth image you will make connections.  You could use one of two basic applications.  You could associate the artwork and culture to reveal an underlying theme or you could relate researched artworks and themes to your (as a student artist) past and future pieces of artwork.  This step will aide you in seeing your own artwork as a body of connected and developing ideas, and a way to help you plan ahead to new artworks.																																																					

· Your four Images: You will need to have these four images from page 2 available on your website. Include the title, medium, and date of each completed piece. Make sure to site the sources of your images.  Here is a little table for you to document you images as you find them.

Writing Techniques

It is just as important that you have sound sentence structure and accurate spelling in your artist’s website as it is that you have quality images.  I will be looking for the following in your website.

Purpose and Focus: Explicitly states, or strongly implies, a thesis or unifying purpose which firmly guides the paper	

Organization and Coherence: Frames the discussion by placing a logical structure between an effective introduction and conclusion

Development of Content: Demonstrates quality of invented content (e.g. of explanations, arguments, rationale, ideas, details, examples, and illustrations)

Sentence Fluency: Demonstrates syntactic control of simple, compound, and complex sentences

Word Choice: Controls word choice with respect to both denotation and connotation and demonstrates attention to context




iGoogle Web page directions
1.  Go to iGoogle and create an account if you do not have one
2. Select sites from the top of the Google page
3. Sign into your account
4. Select create site
5. Choose the desired template for your web page
6. Name your site
7. Make sure to create a ULR for your page, also making sure that you save it so it is available next time!
