Short summary of lesson and essential ideas/big ideas/theme
This lesson helps make research, writing, and technology in the visual arts & design classroom fun and relevant to students by having them create websites on iGoogle.  Students will select four pieces of art created by their chosen artist and they will describe analysis, make connections, and reflect on these pieces of art.


Lesson preparation and lesson procedure
· I had the books and periodicals available in my art history and organized loosely into the following categories: female artists, male artists, texts offering over views on particular art movements or artistic cultures, standard art history texts, and texts on particular art mediums.
· After students decided what artist they were going to study they began to fill out the provided handout using the books, periodicals, and websites available on their artist.
· Students spent the bulk of the time in the computer lab creating the components of their individual websites.
· Peer evaluation was used informally during the construction of the website.
· The final website link was emailed to the instructor for evaluation.
