Create a start page for 
your exhibit using a 

work of art, sign, banner, 
scanned image, etc. 



When you are 
ready to upload 

photographs go to 
the homepage of 
Flickr and click on 

Upload Photos 
and Video 



Flickr allows you to 
select your 

photographs from 
you computer files 



A new window will 
appear with all of your 

photograph files 
available to upload. 

Just select the 
photographs you wish 

to use for your art 
exhibit. 





Save photographs to a Set you may 
already have or Create a new Set 



All 
photographs 
will load and 

you must 
click save on 
the bottom 

of the 
screen. 



After 
clicking on 

your set you 
will have 

the option 
to Arrange, 
Batch Edit 

and to 
Delete 
photos. 





You can arrange your 
photographs simply by 

clicking the Arrange 
Button and selecting, by 

date, randomly and 
alphabetically. 



To change the 
order of 

photographs 
or batch edit 

you must open 
the images in 

Set. 
You can then 

drag and drop 
the images in 
any order you 

wish. 



Flickr has basic 
photograph 

manipulation tools 
that you may use. 

Set>Specific 
Photo>Edit Photo 



To edit your photograph Flickr 
sends you to Picnik to adjust 

photograph. 



When you 
have made all 

of your 
changes click 
on slide show 
to play your 

exhibit!  



Flickr has available 
online ordering for 

individual prints but 
unfortunately does not 

have the ability to create 
a slide show cd.
