Grade level and project duration:
High School- One Week

Short summary of lesson and essential ideas/Big Ideas/Theme:
- Discuss and demonstrate
Shading
Hatching
Cross-hatching
Stippling
- Have students
Practice by creating 10 different varying samples of each of the ways to show value
Practice using the ways to show value on a 3-D object, such as an apple.
Practice drawing a hand
- Students should create a design using hands and show value. Example of hand compositions are as follows
Draw name in sign language
Draw two hands with something valuable or precious in the hands
Draw hands in a way that represents your identity

Artist(s), vocabulary and works of art utilized in lesson:
Value, Composition, Balance, Shading, Hatching, Cross-Hatching, Stippling.
Artists: M.C. Escher, Leonardo Da Vinci, and Kathe Kollwitz

Lesson preparation and lesson procedure:
No prep needed besides preparing the pencils and paper.  Perhaps creating a power point featuring artists who are notorious for their artwork featuring hands, such as M.C. Escher, Leonardo Da Vinci, and Kathe Kollwitz.
